o The ayat and hadiths will be lively with the 

seerah of the Prophet (صلى الله عليه وسلم) because we will see 

an image and role model in our life. And Allah

o To have the messengers in our life to refer to is 

mercy for us. If someone only takes the Qur’an 

and believes in Allah (وتعال  without (سبحانه 

following the Prophet (صلى الله عليه وسلم), what will happen? 
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The person will become very strict and will not 

show mercy.  
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And We have not sent you, [O Muhammad 

 .except as a mercy to the worlds ,[(صلى الله عليه وسلم)
 

o The sunnah is wisdom and it helps us apply the 

commands of Allah ( سبحانه وتعال) with ease.  
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THE PROPHET (  PARTICIPATED IN THE MAKING (صلى الله عليه وسلم 

OF A TREATY 

o The Prophet (صلى الله عليه وسلم) did not worship idols or drink 

before his prophethood, but he did not isolate 

himself from his society.   
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o Previously we mentioned how he participated 

in a battle where he sharpened the arrows and 

picked them up from the ground. And this 

battle was repeated four times, so it was all 

training for him in the future.  

o It is important to know the seerah of the 

Prophet (صلى الله عليه وسلم) because the youth can be very 

stubborn about matters. For example, they can 

take the guidance and isolate themselves from 

their own families, but this was not the way of 

the Prophet (صلى الله عليه وسلم).  

o And now we will look at a peaceful treaty that 

took place in order to bring the rights back to 

someone who was mistreated by a leader of 

Quraish.

o The name of this treaty was called (حِلف  الفضول) 

– Treaty of Favor – and the Prophet (صلى الله عليه وسلم) was 

twenty at the time.  

o Makkah was known as a central trade 

destination. All the Arab tribes would place 

their products in Makkah, and we find this to 

this day. 

o There was a man from Yemen who brought his 

goods to Makkah, and there was a Quraish 

chief named ‘Aas ibn Wael who said, “I will buy 

all your goods.” So this man thought it is great 

that one person will buy it all, he does not have 

to worry about setting up a stand and selling 

because now all his goods will be taken by 

someone. ‘Aas ibn Wael said he will take his 

goods, but did not give him money. So this man 

wanted to complain, but he had no one to 
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complain to. He decided to go to the chiefs of 

Quraish, but they were the same level of being 

chiefs like ‘Aas. And one had the courage to 

speak to ‘Aas and tell him to pay for the goods.  

o Going to the chiefs was of no use for him, so he 

went to Makkah and told everyone that ‘Aas 

had taken his goods and did not pay for it. And 

of all the people, the uncle of the Prophet (صلى الله عليه وسلم) 

heard this and said he will help him get his 

rights.   

o The uncle gathered people and said to gather 

at the house of ‘Abdallah ibn Jad’aan, who 

was a good chief of Quraish, and the Prophet 

 was one of the people present will writing (صلى الله عليه وسلم)

this treaty.  

o The uncle said that we must all agree to be one 

hand and agree not to back out when 
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speaking to ‘Aas. So they all went to the home 

of ‘Aas ibn Wael and told him to give money 

for the goods or return it back. ‘Aas returned 

the goods to the man.  

o After this incident, there was a rule in Makkah 

that no one oppresses another and this was set 

in the Treaty. Later, the Prophet (صلى الله عليه وسلم) said he 

loved to witness this because there was justice 

in this matter.  

o And notice the wisdom of the Prophet (صلى الله عليه وسلم) who 

did not comment about the battle, but 

commented about the treaty. And sometimes 

in life, we go through situations with our families 

where it can be off, but we do not need to 

comment about it. But when there is something 

good, then the Prophet (صلى الله عليه وسلم) spoke about it.
